To allow consistent delivery of the Early Years curriculum children are expected to attend every session unless absent due to illness or any other exceptional circumstances.  It is expected that children opting for morning or afternoon Nursery will attend all five sessions Monday to Friday.  Children opting for full time places will be expected to attend all day from Monday to Friday.
A limited number of all-day places are available for parents eligible for 30 hour funding, with a 30 hour code. It is expected that children attend each day from Monday to Friday. It is the parents’ responsibility to provide evidence of the code to the school (this code must be renewed every three months). Failure to provide the school with an eligible code will result in the 30 hour provision being withdrawn and the hours will revert to the universal 15 hours.

Full time 30 hours funded places will be provisionally offered as per our Admissions Criteria but will not be confirmed until we are in receipt of a completed Early Education Funding Entitlements Parent & Carer Agreement form and the code has been verified.  

If your child attends full time they will be expected to attend from 8.45 a.m. to 2.45 p.m. every day, a total of 30 hours per week.  If you wish for your child to stay in Nursery until 3.15 p.m. until you collect siblings or they attend Owls Club you can pay for them to remain at Nursery until 3.15 p.m. currently at a cost of £3.00 per day.  You will be invoiced for this monthly via Arbor, payment can be made by card or using Government childcare vouchers (https://www.gov.uk/tax-free-childcare). Failure to pay will result in this additional time being withdrawn.
Children attending full time will be required to bring a packed lunch with them or they can purchase a school meal currently £2.30 per day, £11.50 per week which will be payable via Arbor.
