The children will:  

• identify and compare the suitability 

of a variety of everyday materials 

including wood, metal, plastic, glass, 

brick, rock, paper and cardboard;  

• Find out how the shapes of solid ob-

jects made from some materials can 

be changed by squashing, bending, 

twisting and stretching.

• using a range of sources,                      

including the internet,  to find out 

about the past.  

• Visit the local area, particularly 

places of interest such as the  

Cathedrals, parks, monuments 

and other important landmarks.  

 

• encouraging your child to use 

materials such as modelling clay, 

salt dough or plasticine.  

• finding out about a range of 

artists who use clay to create 3D 

art.  

• encouraging your child to keep a 

sketch book, in which they keep 

notes, drawings and images to 

represent their ideas for art work.
